· Please note that play may commence on the Friday evening from 7 pm. This will be at the discretion of the Referee and Organising committee for the event.

· Classification will take place on Friday evening from 5pm for those players who have not been classified before or who have been specifically asked to attend.

· If there are less than 5 players in any category then the organising committee have the right to “combine categories”. Should this be the case, then a ‘plus points’ system may be used.
· The tournament will be run under the regulations of BWF and Badminton Ireland   standard regulations. 

· All players who participate in the event must be affiliated to one of the 4 Nation’s National Governing bodies.

· The coaching of players during events will follow BWF guidelines.

· Scoring – LD – Group games and semi-finals – 1 set with no extended scoring / Final - 3 sets with extended scoring

· PD - Group games – 3 sets no extended scoring / semi & finals – 3 sets with extended scoring.

8. Arrive 30 minutes before the start of play each day to ensure adequate preparation and to be punctual on all occasions, inform event organisers of any injuries which cause you to withdraw from matches.
